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Description
This use case describes the various scenarios where the Shared Health Record will send alert messages back to RapidSMS.
Actors
RapidSMS and the Shared Health Record.
Pre-condition
· none
Post-condition
· A message is delivered to RapidSMS alerting  of an event that requires attention.
Special Requirements
· Searches that trigger alerts to be sent to RapidSMS should take place at specific time interval. These time intervals should be able to be defined by the administrator of the system and should be able to be different for each alert type.
Primary Scenarios
Send alert to RapidSMS - Mother obstetrical risk
 

1. Upon receiving a birth (BIR) message with a value of LA (mother in labor) the  SHR will search the MOTHER_OBSTETRICAL_RISK for any previous C sections and/or any previous stillbirth (have to translate to the proper templates) for all pregnancies 36 weeks or more of gestational age.
2. If one is found then the SHR must generate an alert message to be sent to RapidSMS.
3. An alert message is generated that contains the recommendation that the woman must deliver in a hospital.
4. This alert message is sent to RapidSMS via the interoperability layer.
Send alert to RapidSMS - Delivery recommendation
1. Upon receiving a RISK MESSAGE (regardless of value) the SHR will check the Gestational age. If the Gestational age is greater than 36 weeks and if the SHR value for DELIVERY_RECOMMENDATION on the obstetrical risk template is = “HOSP” then the Shared Health Record must generate an alert.
2. An alert message is generated that contains the advice message that the woman must deliver in a hospital.
3. This alert message is sent to RapidSMS via the interoperability layer.
